—The bass clef also tells you the pitch of notes on a
stave and is found at the beginning of a line of
music.

—It's known as the F clef, because the dots go
either side of the F line. This picture shows all the
note names on this stave.

— The bass clef is used for lower notes, so you would
see it in music for instruments like the double
bass, tuba or bottom half of the piano keyboard.
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* Also known as middle C.
