I entered into
them completely, becoming one
not only with the music, but with
the paper they were printed on,
and the advertisements on the
back. I pored over these, laying
my face on them, waiting for signs
of my future direction. The piano
plays a significant role in the
music. The second movement,
‘Home Thoughts’ — the centre of
my world —is for piano solo.
Later, the pianist is asked to play
fearless octaves, to be Horowitz,
nothing less. The last piece in the
collection, ‘The Innermost Secret’,
refers to the lunches Satie had
with Debussy. Satie said that
Debussy cooked pork chops ‘with
the innermost secret’.

This flute concerto is a musical
journey into the human mind
which always has to discover
ways to deal with upheavals, need
and misery. The first movement
‘where the wind blew free’ was
inspired by a quote of the Indian
chief Geronimo (1829-1909):

‘T was born on the prairies where
the wind blew free and there was
nothing to break the light of the
sun’ while the end of this
movement, with its turbulent
instrumental coda, became a
death march, the ‘Trail of Tears’.
The reflective second movement
‘incantation’ meditates on the
death of beloved people and the
hope for a better afterlife. The
last movement ‘sun dance’ evokes
one of the most spectacular and
most important religious dance
ceremonies of the North American
prairie Indians from the 19" century
which is practised again today
after many years of confinement
to the Indian reservations.

The three soloistic compositions
were much influenced by a funda-
mental new beginning in compos-
ing. His works were no longer to
be characterized by intuitive com-
posing based on sudden impulses.
Now, counterpoint and fugue
rather moved into the focus of
Schumann’s interest, with the lat-
ter being not least inspired by his
close relationship with Mendels-
sohn who was an excellent inter-
preter of works by Bach. The fact
that counterpoint was anything
but a dead relic to Schumann can
be gathered from his reviews: ‘In
any case, the best fugue always is
the one that the public takes for a
Strauss waltz, [...].

Weber was quite critical of the
practice of arranging that had
widely spread in the early 19"
century. In his novel fragment
‘Tonkiinstlers Leben’ he mocked
at far too overzealous contempo-
raries with fictitious works like
‘The Creation —for 1 flute’ or ‘The
finale of the 1% act from the opera
‘Don Juan’, with proper fingering,
arranged for one voice’. However,
even Weber modified works by
other composers, be it to make
concessions to singers or to com-
ply with the wishes of a customer.
As a result, this volume focuses
on a fairly marginal section of
Weber’s ceuvre and takes an
exemplary look at the multi-lay-
ered use of music sources in the
first quarter of the 19" century.
